WHEN: Two and a half weeks in September
2019. Applications close February 2019.

HOW MUCH: Approximately $5,000 including
flights and in-country costs (accommodation,
food, transport). Insurance is provided for
regular Gateway attenders. Vaccinations,
passports and visas are an additional cost.
Flight deposits are paid 6 months before the
trip, in March 2019.

TEAM: The team will be selected through an
application process. Max. 14 people.

TRAINING: The team will have 4 - 6
preparation and orientation meetings prior to
travel, team prayer at a Gateway church
service prior to departure, debrief meetings
at the end of the trip and after you return.
