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We believe in the power of the Holy Spirit who was sent by God to continue the work of salvation.  He 
draws people to Jesus, equipping and empowering them to be more like their Saviour, Jesus Christ. 
  
We believe that every Christina is accountable to God for living a life of worship demonstrated by 
separation from sin, loving one another and contributing in work and action to the spread of the good 
news. 
  
We believe that Jesus Christ is the head of the Church.  The Church is Christ’s body of believers who 
have personally come to faith in Him.  We affirm that by declaring the good news of God’s kingdom, the 
local Church is the hope of the world.  The local Church provides opportunity for worship, fellowship and 
discipleship for believers. 
  
We believe that Jesus commanded His Church to observe Baptism and the Lord’s Supper.  We affirm that 
Baptism is the immersion of a believer in water after declaration of faith in Jesus and that by observing 
the Lord’s Supper we remember the death of Jesus until he returns. 
  
We believe that it is in God’s heart to draw people to himself from every tribe and language and people 
group and nation.  God desires for everyone the opportunity to trust in Him and worship Him forever.  
We affirm that Jesus’ command that His followers take His message of salvation to all nations and make 
disciples is central to the calling of His Church. 
  
We believe that at an unknown moment in the future, Jesus will return personally and visibly to judge 
the living and the dead, overthrow evil and establish forever God’s promised Kingdom.  Unbelievers will 
be eternally separated from God, but believers will forever enjoy God’s presence in the New Heaven and 
New Earth.
